Shaykh Abdur-Razzaq al-Badr said: Yahya ibn Zakariya ^  and Jesus ibn 
Maryam y4'< lived during the same tim e period. They were bo th  prophets sent 
to  the children o f Israel. They were first cousins. Jesus is the son o f Maryam, 
who is the maternal aunt o f Yahya. Zakariya married the sister o f  Maryam, 
the daughter o f  ‘Imran. His wife gave birth  to Yahya iss. As for Maryam, she 
gave birth  to Jesus therefore, Yahya and Jesus are cousins. Likewise, they 
were close in age.

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Imam Shaffi said: W e don’t know o f anyone who was granted obedience o f 
Allah such that he did no t mixed it with sins except Yahya ibn Zakariya.1

Indeed, Allah commanded Yahya ibn Zakariya with five 
commandments to implement, and to command the Chil­
dren o f  Israel to implement them. But he was about to 

hesitate in doing so.

So Jesus said to him: “Indeed Allah commanded you with  
five commandments to implement, and to command the 
Children o f  Israel to implement. Either you command 
them, or I shall command them .” Yahya said: “I fear that if  
you precede me in this, then the earth may swallow me, or 

I shall be punished.”

So he gathered the people in Jerusalem, and they filled the 
Masjid and sat upon its balconies. So he said: “Indeed 
Allah has commanded me with five commandments to im ­
plement, and to command you to implement. The first o f  
them is that you worship Allah and not associate anything 
with him. The parable o f  the one who associates others 
with Allah is that o f  a man who buys a servant with his 
own wealth, gold or silver, then he says to him: “This is 
my home and this is my business, so take care o f  it and

give me the profits.” So he takes care o f  it and gives the 
profits to someone other than his master. W hich o f  you  

would be pleased to have a servant like that?

And Allah commands you with the prayer, and when you  
pray do not turn away, for Allah is facing the face o f  H is 

worshipers as long as he does not turn away.

And H e commands you with fasting. For indeed the para­
ble o f  fasting is that o f  a man in a group with a sachet con­
taining musk. All o f  them enjoy its fragrance. Indeed, the 
breath o f  the fasting person is more pleasant to Allah than 

the scent o f  musk.

And H e commands you to give charity. The parable o f  that 
is a man captured by his enemies, tying his hands to his 
neck, and they come to him to kill him. Then he said: “I 
can ransom m yself from you with a little or a lo t,” so he 

ransoms him self from them.

And H e commands you to remember Allah. For indeed 
the parable o f  that is a man whose enemy quickly tracks 
him until he reaches an impermeable fortress in which he 
protects him self from them. This is how  the worshiper is; 
he does not protect him self from Shaytan except by the 

remembrance o f  Allah.

The Prophet, peace be upon him, said: “And I command 
you with five that Allah commanded me: Listening and 
obeying, jihad, hijra, and the Jamaah. For indeed whoever 
parts from the Jamaah the measure o f  a hand-span, then 
he has cast o ff the yoke o f  Islam from his neck, unless he
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returns. And whoever calls with the call o f  the pre-Islamic 
days o f  ignorance, then he is from who will kneel in the 
Hellfire.” A  man said: “O Messenger o f  Allah! Even if  he 
prays and fasts?” The Prophet, peace be upon him, said:
“Even if  he prays and fasts. So call with the call that Allah 
named you with: M uslim s, believers, slaves o f  Allah.

This hadlth is collected in Jam i‘ at-Tirm idhl (3102) and it is hasan sahih. The 
Prophet m entioned w ithin this great hadlth those m atters which every 
M uslim m ust memorize and com prehend. This narration includes those m at­
ters which will save the individual from Shaytan and obtain for them  success 
and safety in this world and in the Afterlife.



T h e  P a r a b l e  o f  a  M o n o t h e is t  
a n d  a  P o l y t h e is t

Yahya ibn Zakariya «6 said: The parable o f  the one who associates others with 
Allah is that o f  a man who buys a servant w ith his own wealth, gold or 
silver; then he says to him , “T his is my hom e and this is my business, so take 
care o f  it and give me the profits.” So he takes care o f  it and gives the profits 
to someone other than his master. W hich o f you would be pleased to  have a 
servant like that?

H e m entioned the example o f  a m onotheist and a polytheist. The person 
who practices m onotheism  is like the individual who works for his m aster in 
his m aster’s hom e, and he gives his m aster the profits. T he person who asso­
ciates partners w ith Allah is like the individual who is employed by his 
master to work in the home o f  his master, yet he works for o ther than his 
master and gives the profits to o ther than his master. This is the parable o f 
the person who associates partners w ith Allah 3&. H e works for o ther than 
Allah in the abode which belongs to Allah, the Exalted. H e draws near to the 
enemy o f Allah &  using the blessings and favors o f  Allah, the Exalted.

It is well known that if  a slave from am ongst m ankind behaved in this m an­
ner, he would be the m ost despicable slave in the sight o f  his master, the 
m ost hated, and the furthest away from him . This is despite the master being 
a created hum an ju st like his slave, and bo th  o f  them  enjoying the blessings 
o f  others. So how about the Lord o f  all that exists, the One whom  every fa­
vor and blessing the creation enjoys is from H im  alone w ithout partners?!
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There is not good experienced by anyone except that it comes from H im  3&. 
No one diverts evil except H im . He alone created His slaves, shows them  
mercy, arranges their affairs, provides for them , heals them , and fulfills their 
needs. So how could someone love anyone like they love H im  or fear any­
one like they fear Him? H ow could someone place hope in other than H im , 
swear in other than His Name, vow to o ther than Him? H ow  could someone 
love anyone similar to their love for H im  or even more? H ow could 
someone fear someone or pu t their hopes in someone similar to their fear 
and hope in H im , or even more?

T heir actions and statem ents testify that they love o ther than Allah — from 
the living and dead; more than they love Allah. They fear them , place their 
hope in them , seek to please them , and flee from their anger more than they 
love Allah, fear H im , seek to please H im  and flee from H is anger. This is the 
polytheism (shirk), which Allah will no t forgive. Allah, the Exalted, said:

Verily, Allah forgives not that partners should be set up 
with him in worship, but H e forgives except that (anything 

else) to whom  H e pleases.1

Oppression in the sight o f  Allah, the Exalted, on the Day 
o f  Judgement, will have registers. A  register which Allah 
will not forgive anything from it; and this is associating 
partners w ith Allah. Verily, Allah forgives not that part­
ners should be set up with him in worship. And a register 
which Allah will not neglect anything in it, is the slaves 
oppressing each other. For surely Allah, the Exalted, will 
extract full compensation for the oppressed. And a register 
which Allah will not insist on anything in it; is the slave 
oppressing h im self w ith sin only between him and his 

Lord, the Exalted.1

T he register containing the sins where the person oppresses him self is the 
lightest o f  the three registers and the quickest to be erased. T his register is

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erased with repentance, seeking forgiveness, good deeds that erase sins, ca­
lamities that expiate sins, and o ther m atters as well. The register containing 
shirk is only erased with tawhid. T he register containing oppression o f  others 
is not erased except by compensating the oppressed or seeking their pardon.

Shirk (polytheism) is the severest o f the three registers in the sight of Allah Ak. 
Paradise is prohibited for those who die upon shirk, thus the person who dies 
upon shirk will not enter Paradise. It is only the people of tawhid who will enter 
Paradise, because tawhid is the key that opens the door o f  Paradise. W hoever 
does not have the key with him cannot open the door. Likewise, if he brings 
the key but the key does not have ridges, it will not open the door. The ridges 
o f the key are prayer, fasting, zakat, Hajj, jihad, enjoining the good and forbid­
ding the evil, truthful speech, fulfilling the trust, keeping the ties o f kinship, 
and honoring the parents. W hoever comes to the house with a good key con­
taining tawhid, and the key has ridges, he will come on the Day o f Judgm ent to 
the door o f Paradise; then he will not be prevented from opening the door. 
The exception is if  the person comes with sins and transgressions that were not 
erased in the world by way o f repentance and seeking forgiveness. This person 
will be prevented from entering Paradise until he is purified from these sins. If 
he is not purified by way o f the severity o f  the horrors o f the standing on the 
Day o f Judgm ent, then it is a must that he enters the Hellfire to remove the 
filth from him, and purify him from his sins, and then he will be removed 
from the Hellfire and enter Paradise. This is because Paradise is the abode of 
the pure, and no one will enter it except for the pure. Allah, the Exalted, said:

The ones whom  the angels take in death, [being] good and 
pure; [the angels] will say, “Peace be upon you. Enter

Paradise.1

And those who kept their duty to their Lord will be led to 
Paradise in groups, till, when they reach it, and its gates 
will be opened (before their arrival for their reception) and

Thus, the reason they enter Paradise is because they were purified.

The Hellfire is the abode o f those who are filthy in their speech, actions, 
food, and drink. Allah, the Exalted, said:

In order that Allah may distinguish the wicked from the 
good, and put the wicked one on another, heap them to­
gether and cast them into H ell. It is those who are the

losers.3

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Allah will gather the filthy people together and place them  into a pile on top 
o f  each other, and then they will be casted into the Hellfire. T hus, no one 
will be in the Hellfire except for the filthy.

T he people are o f three levels; the pure that are not tarnished with filth, the 
filthy who don’t have any good in them  and those who have bo th  good and 
filth in them . Consequently, there are three abodes; the first abode which is 
only pure. The second abode which is only filthy. These two abodes will nev­
er come to an end. And there is an abode that contains bo th  good and filth, 
and this is the abode that will come to an end. This is the abode for the sin­
ners. There shall not remain in the Hellfire any sinner who dies upon tawhid. 
W hen they are punished according to the level o f  their sins, then they will be 
removed from the Hellfire and entered into Paradise. A t this point there will 
only remain two abodes; the pure abode and its inhabitants will remain there 
forever, and the filthy abode and its inhabitants will remain there forever.



E s t a b l is h  t h e  P r a y e r

Prophet Yahya said: A nd Allah commands you w ith the prayer, and when 
you pray do not tu rn  away, for Allah is facing the face o f  H is worshiper as 
long as he does no t tu rn  away.

T urning away in the prayer, which is prohibited, is o f  two types:

One: T urning the heart away from Allah &  and toward o ther than Allah.

Two: T urning the eyes (away from the direction o f prayer).

B oth types are prohibited. Allah will continue to face the slave as long as 
the slave does not tu rn  away during his prayer, w ith his heart or his eyes. The 
M essenger o f  Allah $5 was asked about the person who turns away during his 
prayer. He ®  said:

It is the thievery which Shaytan steals from the prayer o f  
one o f  you .1

A narration states that Allah iS i says to the person, “Are you turning toward 
better than Me, are you turn ing toward better than Me?”

T he similitude o f a person tu rn ing away in his prayer w ith his eyes and his 
heart is the parable o f  a person who is sum m oned by the ruler. H e stands the

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person directly in front o f  him  and begins to address him  and speak to him; 
and while the ruler is speaking to him , he looks to the right and left. He 
turns his heart away from the ruler, so he doesn’t understand what is being 
said to him because his heart is not present. W hat does this person th ink  the 
ruler will do with him? A t the very least the man will leave the presence o f 
the ruler while the ruler is displeased w ith him , and he has lost value in the 
sight o f  the ruler.

This person is not equal to the person who turns to Allah 3k w ith an atten­
tive heart, and recognizes the greatness o f  the One who he is standing in 
front of. Thus, his heart is filled w ith awe, and he lowers his neck for Him. 
He is too shy in front o f  his Lord 3k to turns toward o ther than H im , or to 
even turn  away from Him .

T he difference between the prayers o f  these two men was m entioned by 
Hasan ibn ‘Atiyah.1 H e said, “Two m en may pray the same prayer, while the 
difference in the virtue o f  their prayers is like the distance between the heav­
ens and the earth. This is because one o f  them  is focused on Allah 3k while 
the o ther is neglectful and heedless.”

If  a person turns toward another man similar to him self while there is a bar­
rier between the two o f them , he will no t be able to truly focus on him  or 
draw near to him ; so how m uch more so for the Creator? I f  a person turns 
toward his Creator 3k bu t there is a barrier o f  desires, whispers, and a preoc­
cupied soul between him  and his Creator, how then can he tu rn  toward 
Him? How can he turn  toward H im  3k while being preoccupied w ith desires 
and thoughts?

W hen the person stands in prayer, Shaytan becomes jealous o f  him  because 
he is now standing in the greatest station. Shaytan is m ost jealous o f  this

position, and it is the hardest upon him ; thus, he puts forth every effort to 
prevent man from establishing the prayer. He gives him false promises and 
sends his soldiers against him , until he makes him belittle the status o f  the 
prayer. W hen the person belittles the prayer, he abandons the prayer. If 
Shaytan is unable to do this, and the person disobeys Shaytan and stands in 
prayer, the enemy o f Allah 3k turns to the worshiper in order to come be­
tween him and his prayer. Shaytan reminds him  o f things during the prayer 
that he never thought about before the prayer. Perhaps the person forgot 
som ething im portant and gave up hope o f  rem em bering it, so Shaytan re­
minds him o f it during the prayer ju st to distract his heart and take him away 
from Allah, the Exalted. T hus, he stands in prayer with no heart. As a result, 
he does not receive the honor and closeness to Allah 3k received by those 
who tu rn  completely to their Lord, and those who have an attentive heart 
during the prayer. He exits his prayer just as he entered his prayer, with sins 
and transgressions, w ithout the prayer removing any o f this. T he prayer is 
atonem ent from sin for those who give the prayer its rights, and complete 
their focus, concentration and hum ility in the prayer; those who turn to 
Allah 3k w ith their heart and body.

W hen this person exits the prayer, he finds his soul light and his burdens 
dropped. He is energetic and his soul is at ease, such that he wishes he had 
not exited from the prayer. This is because the prayer is the coolness for his 
eyes, the bliss o f  his soul, the paradise o f  his heart, and relief from the world­
ly life. He remains as though he is imprisoned, in confinem ent, until he en­
ters the prayer. H e finds relief in the prayer, not relief from the prayer. Those 
who love the prayer say, “Let us pray and find relief in our prayer.” They say 
this im itating their Imam, their example, their Prophet He said:

The F irs t  C o m m a n d :  Es tabl i sh  the P r a y e r  j  /
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O Bilal give the call to prayer, and give us comfort by it.1

He ®  said give us com fort w ith the prayer, and he did not say give us com ­
fort from the prayer. Likewise, he ^  said:

My comfort has been placed in the prayer.2

As for the one who finds comfort in the prayer, how can he find comfort 
w ithout it? How can he remain patient away from the prayer? T he prayer o f 
the person who finds com fort in the prayer and prays w ith an attentive heart; 
this is the prayer that will ascend and be for him  a light and proof in his fa­
vor. It has been narrated that his prayer will say to him:

May Allah preserve you as you have preserved m e.3

As for the prayer which is neglected and void o f its rights, focus and concen­
tration; it has been narrated that this prayer will say to the person:

a Lak dlil <2lx ljJa

May Allah neglect you as you have neglected m e .4

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T he accepted actions are o f  two categories.

First category: The slave prays and performs acts o f  worship while his heart is 
attached to Allah 3k. He remem bers Allah throughout the action. These ac­
tions are presented to Allah, the Exalted, being placed before H im . Allah 
looks at these actions, and if  they are found to be sincerely for His Face and 
His pleasure, coming from a sound, pure heart which loves Allah 3k, seeking 
nearness to H im ; then H e 3k loves these actions. He is pleased with them , 
and He accepts them.

Second category: T he slave performs an act o f  worship as a habit, while being 
heedless. He intends obedience and drawing close to Allah 3k. His limbs are 
busy with obedience, while his heart is distracted from the remembrance o f 
Allah. If  actions similar to these are raised to Allah, the Exalted, they are not 
presented to H im  for H im  to look at; rather they are placed in the scrolls o f 
deeds to be presented on the Day o f Judgm ent. A t that time his deeds will be 
judged. He will be rewarded for the deeds he did for Allah 3k, while the 
deeds he did not do tor Allah will be rejected. This is his acceptance for his 
actions.

T he people from the first category will be rewarded w ith A llah’s pleasure. 
H e 3k is pleased w ith the action and the person. They will be brought close 
to H im , given the highest level and position. They will be given their re­
ward w ithout reckoning.

T he people from the second category shall be reward with created things, 
such as castles, food, drink and houris (women) in Paradise.

The people, as it relates to the prayer, are upon five levels.

One: Those who oppress themselves and are negligent. This is the person 
who is deficient in the purification for the prayer, the prayer times, the limits 
of the prayer and its pillars.
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Two: T he individual who safeguards the prayer times, the limits o f  the pray­
er, its pillars and its purification; bu t he is lost w ith regard to struggling 
against the whispers. Thus, he is overcome w ith whispers and thoughts dur­
ing his prayer.

Three: Those who safeguard the limits and pillars o f  the prayer, and fight 
against their souls to repel the whispers and thoughts during the prayer. 
T hus, during his prayer he is busy fighting against his enemy so he will not 
steal from his prayer. Therefore, he is in prayer and jihad at the same time.

Four: Those who, when they stand for the prayer, they perfect its rights, pil­
lars and limits. T heir hearts are engrossed in paying attention to the limits o f 
the prayer and its rights, so they will not miss anything. All their concern is 
given to establishing the prayer in the m ost befitting m anner and completing 
and perfecting it. His heart is engrossed in the status o f  the prayer and servi­
tude to his Lord, the Blessed and Exalted.

Five: Those who, when they stand for the prayer, they stand in a similar 
fashion to the previously m entioned person, bu t along w ith that they take 
their heart and put it in front o f  their Lord 3k. Thus, his heart is looking 
toward H im , and aware he is being observed. H is heart is full o f  love and 
magnification o f his Lord 3k as though he sees H im . T he whispers and 
thoughts have disappeared from him , and the veil between him  and his Lord 
has been lifted. The difference between his prayer and the prayer o f  others is 
greater than the distance between the heavens and the earth. This person is 
busy with his Lord 3k during his prayer, and his prayer is the coolness o f  his 
eyes.

T he first person is punished, the second person is taken to  account, the third 
person is pardoned, the fourth person is rewarded, and the fifth person is 
brought near to his Lord 3k because he will have a portion o f reward for the
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prayer being coolness for his eyes. W hoever finds happiness during his prayer 
in this life will find happiness when he is brought near to his Lord Jss in the 
Hereafter; and he will find happiness in this life. W hoever finds happiness 
with Allah M  has achieved the ultim ate happiness, while whoever does not 
find happiness with Allah cuts him self off with the life o f  this world, as a 
loser.

It has been narrated that when the slave stands up to pray, Allah, the Exalt­
ed, says:

: J ls  diaill I3li

“Raise the screens between Me and My slave.”. I f  the slave 
turns away. H e says: “Drop it.”'

T urning away has been explained as the slave turning his heart away from 
Allah toward other than Allah. If  the slave turns his heart toward other 
than Allah, the screen between him and His Lord is dropped. Thus, Shaytan 
enters and presents to him the affairs o f  the world, showing it to him as like 
a mirror. I f  he turns his heart to Allah M  and does not turn away from Him, 
then Shaytan is not able to come between his heart and Allah, the Exalted. 
Shaytan is only able to come between him if the screen is dropped. If he flees 
to Allah M  with an attentive heart, Shaytan flees and runs away. If  the slave 
turns away, Shaytan is present. This is the condition of man with his enemy 
during the prayer. T he person strengthens his attentiveness in the prayer, 
and busies him self with his Lord M  if  he overcomes his whims and desires. If 
not, then his heart may be overcome by its desires, and his whims enslave 
him. He finds Shaytan sitting with him as he wonders, how can he rid him ­
self o f these whispers and thoughts!

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There are three types o f hearts:

First type o f heart: An empty heart that is void o f faith and any good. This 
heart is dark. Shaytan rests and does not bother to place whispers in this 
heart because he has taken this heart as a home and residence. He rules this 
heart as he wills and has complete mastery over it.

Second type o f heart: A heart enlightened w ith the light o f  faith and kindled 
with its lantern, but it has the darkness o f  desires and the tem pest o f  whims. 
Consequently, Shaytan has within this heart acceptance and rejection, am bi­
tion and a back and forth war. The condition o f this heart varies from time 
to time. Sometimes he gets the better o f  his enemy, and sometimes his ene­
my gets the better o f him.

T hird type o f heart: A heart loaded w ith faith. It has been enlightened with 
the light o f  faith and has lifted the veil o f  desires. This darkness has been 
uprooted from him; thus, the light in his heart shines. Due to this kindled 
light, if a whisper draws near to him , it burns it. It is like the heavens pro­
tected by stars. If  the devils come near to it they are chased by a shooting star 
which burns them . T he heavens are not a greater sanctuary than the believer. 
Allah’s protection o f  the believer is more complete than the protection o f  the 
heavens, which is the place ol worship o f the Angels, the dwelling o f  revela­
tion that contains the light o f obedience. The heart o f  the believer is the 
dwelling ot tawhid, love o f Allah 3k, knowledge o f H im , faith in H im , and it 
contains its light. Therefore, it is worthy o f safeguarding and protection from 
the plots o f  the enemy, so nothing reaches it except for an impulse.

A good example has been given for this with the similitude o f three houses. 
The first house is the house o f the king; which contains his treasures, his 
subsistence and his jewels. The second house is the house o f the slave; which 
contains the treasures o f  the slave, his subsistence and his jewels. The jewels



and subsistence o f the slave are not like that o f  the king. T he third house is 
an empty, vacant house with no th ing in it. So, when the th ief comes to the 
houses, which house is he going to steal from? I f  you say the th ief would 
steal from the empty house, this is impossible because there is nothing in it 
to steal. For this reason, it was said to Ibn ‘Abbas “T he Jews believe 
Shaytan does not whisper to the person when he prays.” Ibn ‘Abbas respond­
ed by saying, “W hat would Shaytan do w ith a heart already in ruin?”

If  you say the th ie f would steal from the house o f the king, that is impossible 
because the king’s house is guarded with security that prevents the th ief from 
coming near to it. H ow could he steal from the king’s house while the king 
him self is guarding it, and he has guards and soldiers around it?

Therefore, only one house remains, and this is the house in which Shaytan 
launches his raids and attacks. So, let the rational, intelligent person ponder 
this example with due consideration, and place it upon his heart.

The heart which is void o f any good is the heart o f the disbeliever and the 
hypocrite. T hat is the house o f Shaytan. H e has gained mastery over it, taken 
up residence in it, and their heart has become his home. So, what would he 
steal from it? T heir hearts contain Shaytan’s treasures and provisions, his 
doubts, his horsemen, and his whispers.

As for the heart which is fdled w ith the glorification o f Allah His great­
ness, His love, awareness that Allah is observing him, and shyness from 
Allah, then which devil would have the audacity to venture into this heart? If  
it wants to steal from this heart, what will it steal? His goal is to take ad­
vantage o f the time when the slave is heedless to snatch and plunder his 
heart, and this will happen because the slave is hum an. A nd all hum ans will 
have a time when they are unaware and heedless.

The F ir s t  C o m m a n d :  Es tabl i sh  the P r a y e r  \ 2 5
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W ahab ibn M unabih, may Allah have mercy upon him , said: It has been 
m entioned in some sacred books, “I do not live in houses and they cannot 
accommodate Me. And what house could accommodate Me while the heav­
ens are stuffed beneath My footstool? But I am in the heart o f  the one who 
has bid farewell to and left behind all else bu t M e.” This has the same m ean­
ing as another narration, “My heavens and My earth do not contain Me, but 
the heart o f My believing servant contains M e”.

Ibn Taymiyyah was asked about this narration and he said: This narration 
was m entioned from reports narrated from Jewish sources, no chain o f narra­
tion is known for it coming from the Prophet T he meaning o f  ‘the heart 
o f  My believing servant contains M e’; is the heart o f the believer contains 
belief in Allah 3%, love for H im  and knowledge o f H im . W hoever says the 
Essence o f  Allah lies w ithin the hearts o f  man has fallen into disbelief greater 
than the disbelief o f  the Christians; because the Christians say that Allah 
only lives w ithin Jesus.

These hearts contain the Oneness (tawhld) o f  Allah M, knowledge o f  Him , 
love o f H im , faith in H im , and belief in His promises. It also contains desires 
o f  the soul and its traits, which call the person to fulfill his natural desires. 
T he heart lies between these two invitations. Sometimes his heart inclines 
toward the call to faith, knowledge and love o f Allah, the Exalted, and his 
desiring H im  alone. W hile sometimes his heart inclines toward the call o f 
Shaytan, desires and his instinct. This type o f  heart gives Shaytan hope; thus, 
he sets up camp and resides w ithin it. And Allah M  grants victory to w hom ­
ever H e wills.

And there is no victory except from Allah, the All-Mighty, 
the A ll-W ise .1

T he Shaytan has no authority over the individual’s heart except by utilizing 
the weapons he finds w ithin their heart. Shaytan enters the heart and finds 
his weapons within it; thus; he takes them  and fights the person with them. 
His weapons are desires, doubts, delusions, and false hopes. These are within 
the heart o f  the individual. Shaytan enters and finds them  ready; thus, he 
takes them  and uses them  against the person’s heart. If  the person has forces 
o f  faith ready, they will defend him  and increase until they take revenge 
against Shaytan. If  not, the hom e belongs to the enemy. And there is no 
m ight and no power except w ith Allah 3k. II the person grants his enemy 
permission to enter, opens the door for him , enters him into his hom e, arms 
him with the weapons that he will use against him , then he is to blame.

Blame yourself alone, not your m ount.

And die in agony, for you have no excuse.
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The V irtues of Fasting

Prophet Yahya s f  said: And He commands you with fasting. For indeed the 
parable o f  fasting is that o f  a man in a group, w ith a sachet containing musk. 
All of them  enjoy its fragrance. Indeed, the breath o f  the fasting person is 
more pleasant to Allah than the scent o f  musk.

He gave the similitude o f  the owner o f  a sachet containing musk because it is 
concealed from the eyes, hidden beneath the garm ent, as is customary for the 
person to carry his musk in this fashion. Fasting is similar to this; it is hid­
den from the eyes o f the creation. The people do no t perceive it. The fasting 
person is the person whose limbs fast from sins. His tongue fasts from lies, 
lewdness and false speech; while his stomach fasts from food and drink, as his 
privates refrain from indecency. W hen he speaks, he does not speak with 
som ething that will harm his fast. W hen he acts, he does not act with som e­
th ing that will harm his fast. All o f  his speech, as well as his actions, are ben­
eficial and righteous. His speech and actions have the status of the fragrance 
smelled by those sitting with the possessor o f  musk. Those sitting with the 
fasting person; likewise, benefit by his company. They are safe in his gather­
ing, from false speech, lies, evil, and oppression.

This is the prescribed manner o f  fasting. It is no t merely refraining from food 
and drink. It is m entioned in an authentic hadlth:



“W hoever does not give up false statements and evil deeds,
Allah is not in need o f  his leaving his food and drink.”1

And in another hadith its states:
, ' • ® £

H ow  many fasting people will have no portion from their 
fast except hunger and thirst?2

Fasting is for the limbs to fast from sins, while the stomach fasts from drink 
and food. Just as food and drink invalidate and corrupt the fast, sins invali­
date and corrupt the reward o f fasting, such that it will become as though 
the person did not fast at all.

T he Prophet ^  said:

-T-Ll alll ’ V- . nUl -.M .'N\ 3̂ .

And the smell that comes from the mouth o f  the fasting 
person is better to Allah than the fragrance o f  musk.

There is a difference o f opinion as relates to the odor which comes from the 
fasting person. Is it in this worldly life or in the Hereafter? There was a disa­
greem ent concerning this between two noble scholars, Abu M uham m ad ‘Iz 
ad-D ln ibn ‘Abdus-Salam and Abu ‘A m r ibn as-Salah.

Abu M uham m ad leaned toward the view that thinks it is specifically in the 
Hereafter, and he wrote a treatise about this. Abu ‘Am r leaned toward the 
view that this is in the worldly life and the Hereafter.

JO I T h e  A d v i c e  o f  P r o p h e t  Y a h y a  i b n  Z a k a r i y a

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It is known that the best fragrance to the people is musk, so the Prophet ^  
made the example for this the smell which comes from the m outh o f the 
fasting person. This smell being good to Allah 3k is like all o f  His A ttributes 
and actions; it does not resemble som ething smelling good to the creation. 
Just like His pleasure, anger, happiness, hate, love, and wrath do no t resem­
ble that o f  the creation. And the essence o f Allah 3k does not resemble the 
essence o f the creation. His actions do no t resemble the actions o f  the crea­
tion. His attributes do not resemble the attributes o f  the creation.

As for the narration that m entions this smell being fragrant to Allah 3k on 
the Day o f  Judgm ent; the Day o f  Judgm ent is m entioned because this is the 
day o f reward. And it will become apparent how much heavier this odor is on 
the scale o f  the person seeking Allah’s pleasure by fasting, than the perfume 
used to mask this odor. This is the way some versions o f this hadlth m ention 
the Day o f Judgm ent. Just as Allah, the Exalted, said:

4 (fTj ^  j)

Verily, that Day (the Day o f  Resurrection) their Lord will 
be W ell-Acquainted with them .1

A lthough Allah 3k is well-acquainted w ith His slaves in both this life and the 
Hereafter; the Day o f  Judgem ent is specified (because this is the day o f rec­
ompense).

I am amazed that Abu ‘Am r refuted A bu M uham m ad in a m atter Abu 
M uham m ad does not deny. I f  you were to explain that narration— ‘the smell 
that comes from the m outh o f the fasting person is better to Allah than the 
fragrance o f m usk’— by saying this means Allah 3k is pleased w ith the action, 
and H e praises the fasting person in this life, no M uslim will deny this. T his

1 Surah al-‘A diyat, 100:11
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is because Allah praises this action in His Book, and by way o f His M essen­
ger S  He informs us that He is pleased with the action o f  fasting. So, if  this 
is what is m eant by Allah being pleased with the smell which comes from the 
fasting person’s m outh in this world, do you th ink  Abu M uham m ad would 
deny this?! Abu M uham m ad’s viewpoint was that on the Day o f Judgem ent it 
will become apparent that this smell is better than the smell o f  musk, ju s t as 
the blood o f the martyr will smell like m usk on the Day o f  Judgem ent. A nd 
there is no doubt that this will take place on the Day o f  Judgem ent. The 
fasting person will come on the Day o f Judgm ent while the smell which 
emits from his m outh will smell better than the fragrance o f m usk; ju st as 
those wounded in the path o f Allah will come w ith their wounds smelling 
better than m usk ,1 especially since jihad is better than fasting. T hus, if  the 
fragrant smell o f  the blood o f the wounded will only become apparent on the 
Day o f Judgem ent, then the smell from the m outh o f the fasting person is 
the same.

As for the hadith:

The smell from the mouth o f  the fasting person when it is 
empty o f  food is better to Allah than the fragrance o f

musk.2

The statem ent ‘when it is empty’ is to actualize the emptiness, no t to restrict 
this to the time when his m outh is empty. This is similar to the statem ent of 
the Prophet

1 “N one is w ounded in A llah’s Cause b u t will com e on the  Day o f  R esu rrection  w ith  
his w ound bleeding. T h e  th in g  th a t will com e o u t o f  his w o und  will be th e  color 
o f  blood, b u t its sm ell will be the  sm ell o f  m usk .” (Sahlh al-B ukhari, 5533)

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The one who commits an illegal sexual intercourse is not a 
believer at the time o f  com m itting illegal sexual inter­
course, and a drinker o f  alcoholic drink is not a believer at 

the time o f  drinking.1

The in tent o f  this narration is not to restrict the negation o f  faith to the ex­
act time the person is com m itting this action, such that when they complete 
the action their faith returns to them . R ather the negation o f complete faith 
continues until they repent.

The details o f  the conflict o f  this affair can be summarized by saying that the 
Prophet sfe informed us that this good smell will occur on the Day of Judge­
m ent because this is the time when the recompense for good and evil will be 
apparent. It will be apparent to the creation that the smell o f the m outh of 
the fasting person is better than the smell o f  musk, ju st as the smell o f the 
blood o f the wounded in the path o f  Allah M will have the smell o f  musk. 
Likewise, all the secrets will be apparent upon the faces o f  the people. The 
foul odor from the blood o f the disbelievers and the darkness upon their fac­
es will become obvious. T he Day o f Judgem ent is the time when the effects 
o f worship will become apparent. Its fragrance will be better than the fra­
grance o f musk to Allah, the Exalted, and His angels; even if this smell is 
hated by the worshippers. Perhaps som ething is hated by the people yet be­
loved to Allah M; and the opposite is true.

The Messenger o f  Allah ^  said:

a_i Uly VJ aJ alii
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1 Sahih al-B ukhari, 6810
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Allah, the Exalted, said: Every act o f  the son o f  Adam is 
for him, except fasting. It is for Me and I will reward it.
Fasting is a shield. W hen any one o f  you is fasting on a 
day, he should neither indulge in obscene language, nor 
raise the voice; or if  anyone reviles him or tries to quarrel 
with him, he should say: I am fasting. By H im , in W hose 
Hand is the life o f  Muhammad, the breath o f  the observer 
o f  fasting is sweeter to Allah on the Day o f  Judgment than 
the fragrance o f  musk. The one who fasts has two occa­
sions o f  joy; one when he breaks the fast and he is glad 
with the breaking o f  the fast, and one when he meets his 

Lord and he is glad with his fast.1

Abu H atim  said: The distinguishing mark o f the believers on the Day of 
Judgem ent will be the brightness o f  the wudu they performed in the world. 
This will distinguish them  from the other nations. Likewise, they will be 
distinguished by their fasting.

Ibn ‘Abbas 8? said: Good deeds produce radiance upon the face, light within 
the heart, strength upon the body, increase in provision, and love w ithin the 
hearts o f the creation for the individual. Evil deeds result in gloom  upon the 
face, darkness w ithin the heart, weakness upon the body, decrease in provi­
sion, and hatred within the hearts o f  the creation for the individual.

‘U thm an ibn ‘Affan said: No one ever performs an action except that Allah,
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1 Sahlh M uslim , 1151

the Exalted, adorns him with a garm ent o f his action. It it is good then (the 
garment) is good, it it is evil then (the garment) is evil.

This is an affair known by the people ot knowledge and insight, such that a 
good fragrance will em it from a good pious person, even it he does no t put 
on perfume. A good fragrance will em it from his soul onto his body and his 
clothes. As for the evil person the opposite is true. The sick individual whose 
heart is filled with disease will not smell the scent from either individual; the 
pious or sinful.





The V irtues of $adaqa

Prophet Yahya — said: And H e commands you to give charity. T he parable 
o f  that is a man captured by his enemies, tying his hands to his neck, and 
they come to him to kill him . T hen he says, “I can ransom myself from you 
with a little or a lo t.” So he ransoms him self from them .

T his statem ent also has proofs and evidences. Sadaqa (charity) has an amaz­
ing effect o f  repelling calamity and harm , even if  the charity is given by an 
evil or oppressive person. Rather, it even has an amazing effect if  given by a 
disbeliever. By way o f charity, Allah M  repels various types o f  calamities. This 
is som ething known by all the people. Everyone upon the earth knows this 
because they experience it.

T irm idhi collected the hadlth o f 'A nas that the Prophet said: 

ry .'31 aIha djjll C n Ac.

Verily charity extinguishes the Anger o f  the Lord and pro­
tects against an evil death.1

Just as charity extinguishes the Anger o f  the Lord, the Blessed and Exalted, 
it also extinguishes sins and transgression, just as water extinguishes fire.

T irm idhi collected the hadith o f  M u ad h  in Jabal, he said: I was with the 
Messenger o f Allah I o n a  journey. One m orning I was close by him as we 
walked, and he said to me:

“Shall I not direct you to the doors o f  good? Fasting is a 
shield, charity extinguishes sins just as water extinguishes 
fire.” As for the prayer o f  the person during the middle o f  
the night, he ^  recited the verse, “Their sides forsake 
their beds, to invoke their Lord in fear and hope, and 
they spend (charity in Allah’s Cause), out o f  what W e 

have bestowed on them .1

And in some narrations, it m entions:

aix^ail ^  U c ~. Vj’ j l i  , a a '. '̂ 'V1'

Rush to give charity, for surely calamity does not surpass 
charity.2

T his example given by Prophet Yahya o f the man who is brought forward 
for execution and he ransoms him self with his own wealth is sufficient; for 
surely charity ransoms the person from the punishm ent o f  Allah Sins and 
transgression necessitate destruction, and then charity comes and saves the 
individual from punishm ent. For this reason the Prophet M , when he ad­
dressed the women, said:

The Messenger o f  Allah, peace be upon him, struck an ex­
ample for a miser and a charitable person by comparing 
them to two men wearing two iron cloaks, and their hands 
are raised to their breasts and necks. W henever the chari­
table man tries to give a charitable gift, his iron cloak ex­
pands till it becomes so wide that it will cover his finger­
tips and remove the effects o f  the cloak. And, whenever 
the miser wants to give a charitable gift, his cloak becomes 
very tight over him and every ring gets stuck to its place.

H e re­
plied, “H e should help the needy who appeal for help.”
Then the people asked, “I f  he cannot do that?” H e replied,
“Then he should perform good deeds and keep away from 
evil deeds, and this will be regarded as charitable deeds.”2

Because the miser is imprisoned from charity, and prevented from good, then 
his recompense is from the same category as his actions. Consequently, he is 
sad, prevented from happiness, narrow-m inded, m ean-spirited, seldom cheer­
ful, often stressed and worried about the past, present and future. H e is rarely 
able to complete his tasks.

Therefore, he is like a man wearing a cloak o f  iron. His hands are fastened to 
his neck such that he is unable to remove them  or move them . Each time he 
wants to remove his hands or widened the space on th is cloak o f iron, the 
cloak remains firmly fastened to his body. The miser is like this. Each time 
he desires to give charity, his miserliness prevents him ; thus, his heart re­
mains imprisoned. As for the person who gives charity, each time he spends 
in charity his heart is delighted and his chest is expanded. Every time he 
gives charity he is happy, and his delights becomes stronger, and his happi­
ness becomes greater. I f  there were no benefit to giving charity except for 
this one benefit, the true servant o f  Allah 3k would rush to give a great 
am ount o f  charity. Allah, the Exalted, said:

A bdur-Rahm an ibn A w f or Sa‘d ibn Abi Waqas was performing tawaf 
around the Ka‘bah, and he only supplicated w ith one du‘a .

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There is a difference between greediness and miserliness. Greediness is ex­
treme craving for som ething, covetousness in seeking it, and going to great 
lengths to acquire it while having avarice for it. Miserliness is to not spend 
wealth once you have acquired it, and the love to hold onto it. T hus, greed is 
before you obtain som ething, while miserliness is after obtaining som ething. 
Miserliness is the fruit o f  greed, and greed leads to miserliness. Greed is la­
ten t within the soul. W hoever is a miser, then he has obeyed his greed; and 
whoever is not a miser, then he has disobeyed his greed and been saved from 
its evil. This person is successful.

And whosoever is saved from his own covetousness, such 
are they who will be the successful.1

The generous person is close to Allah 3& and close to His creation, close to 
Paradise and distant from the Hellfire. T he miser is far from the creation, far 
from Paradise and close to the Hellfire. The generosity o f  a man will make 
him  beloved to his enemies, while the stinginess o f  a man will make him 
hated to his children.

The limit o f  generosity: It is to spend what is needed during the tim e o f 
need, and to give that to the one in need according to one’s ability. Generosi­
ty is not as it has been described by some o f those with limited knowledge. 
They say the limit o f  generosity is to spend whatever is present. If  this was 
the case, there would be nothing called a spendthrift. The reality is the 
Q ur’an and Sunnah prohibit being a spendthrift, and it is blameworthy. Gen­
erosity is praiseworthy; thus, whoever stops at its proper limits is called gen­
erous. A nd this necessitates praise. W hoever is beneath the proper limits o f 
generosity, he is a miser, and this necessitates criticism.

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There is a narration that states, “Verily Allah swore by His Majesty that the 
miser will never be close to H im .”

Generosity is o f  two categories:

The noblest form o f generosity is to be generous with regard to what is in 
the hands o f  others. The second type o f generosity is to be generous with 
regard to what is in your hands.

A man may be from the m ost generous o f people; yet he does not give any­
th ing at all, because he is generous w ith regard to what is in the hands o f 
others. T his is the m eaning o f the statem ent, “Generosity is to spend your 
wealth, and to refrain from the wealth o f  o thers.”

I heard Shaykh al-Islam ibn Taymiyyah say that Allah &  revealed to Ibrahim:

D o you know why I took you as a close friend? H e replied:

This is an attribute o f  our Lord M. H e gives but H e does not receive, He 
feeds but H e is not fed. H e is the m ost Generous o f those who show gener­
osity. T he m ost beloved o f the creation to  H im  are those who have this at­
tribute, because the One who is generous loves those who are in tu rn  gener­
ous. H e is the All-Knowing and H e loves the scholars. H e has power over all 
things, and H e loves the courageous. He is Jamil and H e loves beauty.

The 
miser is far from Allah, far from Paradise, far from the 
people and close to the H ellfire. The ignorant, generous 
person is more beloved to Allah, the Exalted, than the 

miserly worshipper.2

Allah is Merciful and He loves those who are merciful. Only those who 
show mercy will be shown mercy. Allah is Satir (the Concealer), H e loves to 
conceal the faults o f  His slaves. He is the Pardoner, H e loves to pardon 
them . H e is the Forgiver, H e loves to forgive them . H e is Latlf, H e loves 
gentleness and goodness from His slaves. He hates the crude, harsh, rough,

those who accept excuses from His slaves. H e will call H is slaves to account 
based upon the attributes he possesses or is void of. W hoever pardons others, 
Allah will pardon them . W hoever forgives, Allah will forgive them . W h o­
ever overlooks faults, Allah will overlook their faults. W hoever shows mercy 
will be shown mercy; whoever conceals the faults o f  others, Allah will con­
ceal his faults. W hoever exposes the faults o f  the people, Allah will expose 
his faults; whoever prevents good will be prevented from good. W hoever is 
harsh, Allah will be harsh w ith him.

The generous person who gives charity, Allah will give him  what He will 
not give the stingy person who withholds. H e will expand him  w ithin h im ­
self, his character, his provision, his soul, and his means o f provision as a re­
ward for the similar action he used to do.



T h e  V i r t u e s  o f  R e m e m b r a n c e  o f  A l l Ah

Yahya ibn Zakariya said: A nd H e com m ands you to  rem em ber Allah. For 
indeed the parable o f  that is a man whose enemy quickly tracks him  until he 
reaches an impermeable fortress in which he protects him self from them . 
This is how the worshiper is; he does not protect him self from Shaytan ex­
cept by the remembrance o f Allah.

If  remembrance o f Allah M  only had this one special trait, it would be a m ust 
that the person should not allow his tongue to be void o f the remembrance 
o f Allah, the Exalted. Rather, he should constantly remem ber H im . This is 
because nothing will save him  from his enemy other than remembrance o f 
Allah. His enemy only enters upon him  during times when he is heedless. 
The enemy lies in wait; when the individual becomes heedless, he pounces 
upon him  and devours him.

W hen Allah is remembered, the enemy o f Allah retreats, becomes des­
pised, and subdued like a fly. For this reason, it is called the retreating whis­
perer. This is the one who whispers in the breast o f  man, and if  the person 
remembers Allah he retreats; m eaning he stops and withdraws.

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Shaytan is perched upon the heart o f  man. I f  he remem­
bers Allah, Shaytan retreats, and if  he is heedless Shaytan 

whispers.1

I f  he remembers Me to himself, I remember him to My­
self; if  he remembers Me in a gathering, I remember him  
in a gathering better than it; i f  he draws near to Me a 
handspan, I draw near to him an arm’s length; if  he draws 
near to Me an arm’s length, I draw near to him two arms’ 
length; i f  he comes to Me walking, I go to him at speed.”1

Anas ss  narrated that the Messenger o f  Allah ^  said:

I f  you pass by a garden o f  Paradise, then indulge in it. H e  
said: “And what is the garden o f  Paradise?” H e said: 

“The circles o f  remembrance.”2

It has been collected in T irm idhl that the Prophet 3S said:

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Verily Allah, the Exalted says: “Surely M y slave, who is 
completely My slave, is the one who remembers Me at the 

time he meets his enemy (during battle).”1

This hadith describes the difference o f  virtue between the person who re­
members Allah and the one engaged in jihad. The person who remembers 
Allah while engaged in jihad is better than the person who remembers Allah 
while no t engaged in jihad, and better than the person engaged in jihad but 
he is not remem bering Allah & . A nd the person who remembers Allah while 
no t engaged in jihad is better than the person engaged in jihad while not 
rem em bering Allah M. Therefore, the best o f  those who rem em ber Allah are 
those who do so while engaged in jihad, and the best o f  those who are en­
gaged in jihad are those who do so while rem em bering Allah.

Allah, the Exalted, said:

O you w ho believe! W hen you m eet (an enemy) force, 
take a firm stand against them  and remember the Name 
o f  Allah m uch (both w ith  tongue and m ind), so that you  

may be successful.2

Thus, H e commanded them  w ith  rem em bering H im  a great deal along with 
jihad, so they may be successful. A nd the Exalted said:

So when you have accom plished your rites, remember 
Allah as you remember your forefathers or w ith a far

This contains a command to rem em ber Allah often. I t is also a reminder of 
the slave’s great need for it, and that he cannot go w ithout it even for the 
blink o f an eye. T hus, every m om ent the person is void o f remembrance o f 
Allah, it is against him  and not for him. This time will be a greater regret 
than what he profited during his time o f heedlessness. Some people o f 
knowledge said if  the person devotes him self to Allah M  for a num ber o f 
years, then turns away from H im  for an instant, what he missed will be 
greater than what he gained.

Al-BayhaqI narrated that ‘A'isha', said the Prophet said:

Abu Darda said: For everything there is clarity, and the clarity o f  the 
hearts is the remembrance o f Allah, the Exalted.

For everything there is a polisher, and the polisher o f  the 
hearts is the remembrance o f  Allah, the Exalted. And 
there is nothing which saves from the punishm ent o f  
Allah more so than the remembrance o f  Allah. They said,
“N ot even jihad in the path o f  Allah?” H e said, “N ot even  
jihad, except the one w ho swings his sword until it

breaks.”2

There is no doubt that the hearts become rusty ju st like copper and silver 
become rusty, and they are polished w ith the remembrance o f Allah jfe. This 
polishes the heart such that it shines like a clear mirror. I f  the person aban­
dons the remembrance o f Allah, it will become rusty; when he remembers 
Allah Yk it is polished.

There are two things that rust the heart: Heedlessness and sins.

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There are two things that polish the heart: Seeking forgiveness and rem em ­
brance o f Allah Jife.

W hoever spends the majority o f  their time being heedless, the rust will be 
com pounded upon his heart according to his heedlessness. W hen the heart 
becomes rusty, the individual will not be able to see things in their true reali­
ty. Thus, he will see falsehood in the image o f the tru th , and the tru th  in the 
image o f falsehood. This is because when rust compounds on the heart, it 
becomes dark and things do not appear in their tru th  form. W hen the rust 
compounds, the heart is enclosed with a covering. Consequently, his percep­
tion is corrupted, and it will no t accept the tru th  nor disapprove o f falsehood. 
T his is the greatest punishm ent o f  the heart. The foundation o f this is heed­
lessness and following desires. These two things extinguish the light o f  the 
heart and blind perception.

Allah, the Exalted, said:

And obey not him whose heart W e have made heedless o f  
Our Remembrance, one who follows his own lusts and 

whose affair (deeds) has been lost.1

I f  an individual wishes to em ulate a m an, let him  look to  see if  he is from 
the people who rem em ber Allah or from the heedless. Do his desires or 
the revelation rule him? I f  he is ruled by his desires, and is from the heed­
less, and his affair is lost; do no t follow or em ulate him  because it will lead 
to destruction. H is affair being lost has a num ber o f  definitions. I t has been 
explained as him  losing those affairs th a t are obligatory upon him  to adhere

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to, those affairs which lead to guidance. It has been explained as excessive­
ness, destruction and contrasting the tru th . A nd all o f  these meanings are 
similar.

Allah &  has prohibited us from obeying the people w ith these qualities. 
Therefore, you m ust examine your Shaykh, and the one you follow. I f  you 
find these qualities in him, distance yourself from him. I f  you find him  re­
m em bering Allah and following the Sunnah, and his affairs are no t lost, then 
adhere to him. There is no difference between the dead and the living except 
by way o f remembrance o f  Allah T he example o f the one who remembers 
Allah and the one who does not remem ber Allah is like that o f  the living and 
the deceased. It has been attributed to the Prophet ^  that he said:

(jj) W a : ajil U

Increase your remembrance o f  Allah until they say you are
insane.1
